To honor those Geneva Township citizens
killed in wartime and whose graves lie somewhere
beyond our township, we will once again erect a 23-
flag tribute. The tribute will occur on Memorial Day
on the plaza immediately in front and west of the
Center. At approximately 6:30 a.m. the Fox River-
Geneva American Legion Post 75 Color Guard will
perform a 21-gun rifle salute followed by the bugle
call Taps. The Center will be open from 6:30 a.m.
until 8:00 a.m. on Memorial Day for Township resi-
dents who wish to observe this moving tribute.
