If you need help paying your utility bills this winter and 
you meet certain income guidelines for LIHEAP, Com-
munity Contacts will be at the Center on Tuesday, Octo-
ber 14 to help you fill out an application for energy assis-
tance.  Eligible households must have a yearly total in-
come at or below $17,235 for a family of one and $23,265 
for two family members.  Appointments are required and 
are available beginning at 9:00 a.m. on October 14.  Call 
the Center at 630/232-3602 to make an appointment.
