AARP volun-
teers are trained and tested in current tax law using mate-
rials from the IRS. They can complete most tax forms in-
cluding 1040EZ, 1040A, and 1040 with schedules. How-
ever, please see a professional tax preparer for compli-
cated returns. When you come for your appointment,
please bring a photo ID (driver’s license, State ID, pass-
port), social security card or Individual Taxpayer Identifi-
cation notice with the full number, a copy of last year’s
tax return, all forms W-2 and 1099, and any other infor-
mation specific to your tax situation. For a list of tax
forms that can be completed by the AARP preparers,
please contact the Center. There is no cost for this ser-
vice.
