Geneva Township will pay the cost
of the flu shot for any Geneva Township resident age 55+ not cov-
ered by Medicare Part B. For all others, the cost of the flu shot is
$35.00. Payment must be in the form of cash or check only. As al-
ways, free refreshments will be served.
