Illinois Holocaust Museum Trip Rescheduled

story of the Holocaust, from pre-war German life through ghetto life 

and concentration camps to eventual liberation and resettlement 

throughout the world.  We will leave the Center at 9:00 am for the 

approximately one-hour ride to Skokie.  After leaving the museum, 

we’ll stop for lunch at Maggiano’s before returning to the Center.  A 

minimum of 15 participants is required for this trip.  The cost is $35

A photo ID 

(driver’s license, State ID, passport), social security 

card or Individual Taxpayer Identification notice, a 

copy of last year’s tax return, all income documents 

like W-2 and 1099, brokerage statements, and any oth-

er tax information specific to your situation must be 

presented at your appointment. A list of essential doc-

uments is available at the Center office.
