Elgin History Museum and Lunch 
On Wednesday, August 21 a trip is planned to visit The Elgin His-

tory Museum. It’s housed in an 1856 landmark building known 

as Old Main that was once part of the Elgin Academy campus. The 

building was designed in the Greek Revival style.  Through perma-

nent and changing exhibits, the museum brings to life Elgin’s rich 

heritage. Permanent exhibits include Elgin National Watch Compa-

ny, Elgin Manufacturing, Elgin Road Race memorabilia, Elgin Ar-

chitecture, and Elgin: From River to Rails.  The total inclusive cost 

of $30 covers round-trip coach bus transportation, admission to the 

museum, and lunch at Houlihan’s in Geneva.  We will depart the 

Center at 10:30 am for the trip to Elgin.  After our tour, our bus will 

head for Houlihan’s in Geneva for lunch.  After lunch, we’ll return 

to the Center.  Payment for this trip must be made no later than 

Wednesday, Aug. 14.
